2.  Schooling equipment such as snaffle bits, bosals, running martingales, splint boots, etc. are allowed in all 
      classes, but must be safe and humane. No draw reins, tie downs, or mechanical hackamores are allowed. 

 

3.  Riders should be neatly attired with long sleeve shirts, long jeans or breeches, and boots but may be casual.     
      Helmets are required when riding english and are recommended for all. Show attire is allowed but will not  
      count over a neat, casual look. 
 

              4.  Ribbons will be awarded to 5 places in each class.  
 

5.  High Point and Reserve High Point awards will be given in each division.  Must enter at least 3 classes in  
      that division. 

                          

               6.  Exhibitor’s age is as of January 1, 2023. No stallions may be shown by anyone less than 18 years of age.  
 

7.  All Equitation classes will have a pattern only. No rail work.
